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Ethnic Studies 9 - CP

Ethnic Studies is an interdisciplinary course that uses a comparative and historical perspective to examine the languages,
values, and voices of diverse groups within the United States. Using the skills and knowledge under the Common Core
Standards for History/Social Studies students will investigate the practice of naming and being named, the intersection
between ethnicity, culture, nationality, race, and gender, and the historic, economic and personal consequences of
oppression and resistance. Students will also learn how the social construction of identity is created, contested, and
altered by historic and economic processes. Emphasis will be on African-Americans, Asian/Pacific Islanders,
Chicanos/Latinos, Native Americans and other ethnic groups in Sacramento and Northern California.

Classroom Procedures (For on campus instruction)*:

¢ Everyday, you must be in your seat before the bell rings or you are tardy. | am VERY strict about this, so please don’t
lose track of time when coming from another class.

Even if you are not bothering someone, if you are
just sitting there, you will not be excused to your next class until your work is finished (I am dead serious). If serious
effort was shown, you may finish it at home. Your completed work is your ticket out the door!

¢ Respect...yourself. | can’t force you to work and | know you don’t want me to. If you don’t want to stress, if you don’t
want the drama for you and your family, respect yourself and ALWAYS do the best you can. Have a positive attitude, set
high standards for yourself (I will) and do all that you can to achieve. Walk with your head up high knowing that you are
becoming smarter by the minute.

¢ Respect...others. This means your classmates and me. | am not here to pretend | am your mom or dad, but | have to
make sure that all students in my classroom are comfortable and safe. Choosing to threaten our comfortable and safe
classroom will not only complicate my life and your life, but it will disrupt the learning process and there will be firm
consequences. Practice the following daily: listening attentively, being polite, communicating as clearly as you can,
waiting your turn, and doing nice things even when you are not asked to.

® Respect... your environment. You are in high school now and there are over 100 students walking in and out of my
classroom every day. If just a couple people in every classroom leave trash behind, don’t put supplies back, and take
supplies out of the classroom without my consent, we will be learning in a dump. There will be consequences for people
that disrespect our classroom.
