Each student will be responsible for
keeping the packet updated with daily in-class activities. Every week students will be responsible for
completing workbook pages at home and studying for the bi-weekly tests.

You are
responsible for providing your own pencils, handheld sharpeners and pens for class work. All
sharpening must be completed before the tardy bell.

e No cell phones are allowed in class either before, or during class. A cell phone outside
of the student’s backpack equals a “0” on that daily assignment whether it is an inclass
assignment, a workbook assignment, or a test.
